In an efort to reduce their ecological
footprint and improve air quality the
departments of Bouche-du-Rhéne,
Var, and Alpes de Haute-Rivence in
southeasten France will impose speed
limits one day a week on egional hight
ways. Limits will decease fom 100 to
70 kilometers per hour between 6:00
am. and 9:00 p.m. each Mondaywith
the goal of reducing the emission of pol
lutants that cause smog. In many met
ropolitan areas, automobiles a the
chief cause of smog, as emissionsoim
the numerous vehicles on thewad add
up. Accoding to the ERA, byproducts of
the engine combustion pocessinclude
hydrocarbons and nitogen oxides,
which can leact to form trioxygen —the
main contributor to the grey haze over
cities that can irritate eyes, cause lung
damage, and aggravate espiratory
problems in humans. In addition, intense
sunlight can also inaease the amount of
this substance by causing pollutants to
evaporate of the engine.

Senate appoval, designates a ma@
than 600-mile route from Newport,
Rhode Island, to Wrktown, Virginia, as
a National Historic Tail (see above).

Winding through eight states on exist
ing roads and waterways, the trail is
mapped out by educational signs and
historical markers.

FRENCH SCIENTISTS MAKE
BREAKTHROUGH IN THE EARLY
DETECTION OF ALZHEIMER'S

A new image-pr ocessing
program measur es the volume of
the hippocampus and compar es
it to a healthy example (left)
to detect Alzheimer's.

Reseathers at France's National
Center for Scientific Reseah
(CNRS), in collaboration with the
French National Institute for Health
and Medical Reseath (Inserm),
have developed an image-prcess
ing computer program that may
help detect early stages of
Alzheimer's. The pogram will
allow doctors to quickly measue
the volume of the hippocampus,
the brain structure that atrophies in
the first stages of the disease, and
compare it to those of healthy
individuals of the same age.
Current diagnostic procedures for
Alzheimer's ely on clinical and
neuropsychological exams that
use Magnetic Resonance Imaging
technology and often result in late
detection, thereby limiting treat-
ment options. CNRS estimates that
one out of every two Alzheimer's
patients in France suférs as a esult
of late detection. CNRS and Inserm
scientists successfully used the
program to depict distinctions
between a group of Alzheimer's
patients and a contol group of
their healthy contemporaries.
Results wee published in the July
issue of the jounal "Radiology."
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The centennial celebration
displays innovations fr om the
first solo-flight air  craft.

The
association's pedecessqr Chambre
Syndicale des Industries Aéronautiqge
(CSIA), was founded on January 11,
1908, by a gioup of aviation pioneers,
including Louis Blériot— the first man to
fly acioss the English Channel. CSIA was
the first definitive separation between
the automobile and airplane industries
and gave a commetial dimension to fiy
ing, which had previously only been
consideed a sport. The organization's
name was changed in 1975 to epre-
sent the expansion of the association to
include civil and millitary atraft, helicop-
ters, engines, satellites, launch systems,
and associated softwae.

SPREADING AIDS AVARENESS

The 10th annual Solidays Festival took
place in Paris tm July 4-6 to raise
money for AIDS eseach and to height-
en awareness about the disease,
demonstrating France's continued com
mitment in addressing the AIDS epi
demic. More than 150,000 spectators
gathered to listen to more than 200
musicians epresenting a spectrum of
musical talents, who performed on five
different stages. Among the artists s
ent were West African eggae singer
Alpha Blondy Briish altenative elec
tronica band Asian Dub Foundation,
and Fench slam poet Grand Corps
Malade. In addition, 100 associations
from five continents gatheed at the
festival to expess their solidarity in the
fight against AIDS. They adaissed the
risks of the disease and methods of
protection against it. The event, first
organized in 1998 by Solidarité¢ Sida
has raised eight million euss for AIDS
reseach since its inception.
